Copying PeopleSoft operator and operator class definitions between databases 
 
 
 
This document describes how to copy PeopleSoft operators and operator classes from one database to 
another.  It covers PeopleTools versions 5, 6 and 7. 
 
Overview 
 
The PeopleTools Application Designer offers powerful upgrading features.  You can easily copy 
PeopleTools Objects  (fields, records, panels etc.) from one database to another.  However, PeopleTools 
doesn�t provide a way to copy PeopleSoft  operator and operator class definitions from one database to 
another.  Attached to this document are four DataMover (.DMS) scripts that allow you to do this along with 
instructions on how to use the scripts.  Also listed are some things to be aware of when using the scripts.  
 
EXPDEFN.DMS exports operator and operator class definitions from one database and stores them in a file 
in DataMover format.  EXPCLS.DMS only exports operator class definitions.  IMPDEFN.DMS reads the 
file created by EXPDEFN.DMS and copies the operator and operator class definitions into the target 
database.  IMPCLS reads the file created by EXPCLS and copies the operator class definitions the target  
database.  
 
 
Terms  
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Source Database 
 The PeopleSoft database containing the operators and operator classes you want to migrate. 
 
Target Database 
 The PeopleSoft database you are migrating the operators and operator classes to. 
 
5.X 
 Any sub release of the 5.0 major release.  For example, 5.01, 5.11 or 5.12. 
 
 
Things to be aware of:  
 
Several of the tables copied in this procedure contain references to other objects in the PeopleSoft database 
that aren�t part of an operator or class definition.  For example, the PSAUTHITEM table contains 
references to PeopleSoft menus and menu items.  Therefore, to maintain database consistency, you should 
only use the steps outlined here to copy operators and operator definitions between very similar, if not 
identical, databases.  For example, you could use these steps to copy operator and operator classes defined 
in a test database into a production database.  You would not want to use these steps to copy operators and 
classes from a PeopleSoft HRMS database into a PeopleSoft ERP database.  These databases have different 
menus and menu items.  The target database would be in an inconsistent state after the copy. 
 
After copying operator and class definitions, it is recommended that you run the PeopleTools audits to 
check the consistency of your database.  For information on running the PeopleTools System Audits, refer 
to the PeopleTools PeopleBooks.  The Administration Tools book contains a section called �Data Integrity 
Tools� which discusses the SYSAUDIT process. 
 
All the documentation references in this document apply to PeopleTools 7.X.  Locations in previous 
versions of the tools documentation may be different. 
 
Maintaining operator passwords through the migration. 
 
 If you want to maintain the operator passwords from your source database in your target database, 
you must change the access password in your source database to match the access password in the target 
database before exporting the PSOPRDEFN table (PSOPRDEFN is exported as part of the EXPOPR.DMS 
script).  
 
 Some database platforms allow you to set up a different Access ID and Password ( Called Access 
Profile in 7.X) for each operator.  Before migrating operator and operator class definitions, you must set up 
all operators to use the same Access Id and Password (Access Profile in 7.X)   For information on working 
with  Access IDs and Access Passwords (Access Profiles in 7.X), see the PeopleTools documentation.

What if  I don�t care about maintaining operator passwords between my source and target database? 
 

If you don�t need to maintain operator passwords, you don�t have to change the access password 
in the source database before exporting the PSOPRDEFN table.  In this case, after completing the export, 
you�ll have to reset the operator and access passwords for all operators in the target database.  This step 
must be completed before you can log in.  To reset the passwords, run the DataMover script

Note:  Because the PeopleTools table structures change between major releases (5.X to 6.X or 6.X to 7.X), 
you can�t migrate operators and classes between databases at different tools versions.  Before starting 
the migrations process, upgrade your source or target database so the release levels match. 
 
Duplicate rows:  The attached DataMover  scripts use the DataMover IMPORT and EXPORT commands 
to copy the security tables from the source database to the target.  If the target database already contains 
a row of data with identical keys to a row copied by these scripts, the duplicate row will not be copied 
to the target.  The scripts make no attempt to merge the duplicate row; the row is simply not copied.   
 
You should not have data rows with duplicate keys in your source and target database when you begin the 
copy since this can lead to unexpected results which compromise database integrity.   For example, let�s 
say you have a row in PSOPRDEFN in the target database for an operator called �MYOPER�.  One of the 
fields in PSOPRDEFN specifies the number of authorized items this operator has.  In the target database 
this value is 20.  There are 20 corresponding rows in PSAUTHITEM. 
 
In the source database the authorized item count field has a value of 40 for the duplicate operator 
�MYOPER�.  There are 40 corresponding rows in PSAUTITEM. 
 
After running the attached scripts, the target database will contain 60 rows in PSAUTHITEM, 20 that were 
originally in the target, and 40 copied over from the source. (assuming there were no duplicate rows for 
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MYOPER from the source and the target.)  However, the authorized item count field of �MYOPER� in the 
target will still contain 20.  The original row in the target was never updated by the copy. 
 
To ensure you don�t have data rows with duplicate keys, make sure that there�s not an  operator or class 
in the source database with the same name as an operator or class in the target. 
 
Instructions: 
 
1. If you want to preserve operator passwords throughout the copy, change the access password in the 

source database.  (For more information see the section of this document entitled Maintaining 
operator passwords through the migration.) 

2. Using DataMover, sign on to the source database and run EXPOPR.DMS (EXPCLS.DMS for classes 
only).  You can edit this script to specify the location and file name of the output file and the log file. 

3. Using DataMover, sign on to the target database and run IMPOPR.DMS (IMPCLS.DMS for classes 
only).  You can edit the script to specify the location and file name of the input file and the log file.  
The name and location of the input file must match the output file you specified in step 2.

This will result in a relatively short PeopleCode trace since it only 
traces list the names of PeopleCode programs and functions.  It  doesn�t list every detailed program action. 
This trace should allow you to identify in which PeopleCode program the error occurs.  After selecting 
your options, save the panel. 
Now Toggle back to the panel where the problem occurred.  Execute the command that caused the 
problem.  

Note: The Utilities panel trace will not write a PeopleCode trace file to the application server in 
three tier mode.  

The default output file DBG1.TMP will be written  to %TEMP% directory. 
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SQR Debugging Information  
The information which can be captured when running SQR�s is not as extensive as cobol.  However there 
are some options which will provide debugging information. 
The SQR debugging information on the client is your best tool to figure out why a program failed if: 
 - you are running an SQR on the client 
 - you know the SQR has started 
 - the SQR fails for some reason 
 

Enabling SQR debugging information 
 Debugging information for SQR�s is activated by passing additional SQR flags to the SQR program.  
These flags can be added to the �SQR Flags� field on the process definition for the specified SQR program.  
Navigate to the following panel: Go | PeopleTools | Process Scheduler | Use | Process Definitions | Process 
Definition Options | Update/Display.  Enter the name of the SQR program in the dialog box �Process 
Name�.  Click OK and select your SQR from the list box.  On this panel you will see an edit box called 
�SQR Flags�.  Use the dropdown list to choose �Append�.  Multiple flags can be added to this line, each 
separated by a single space.  Ex:  -E -S -debug 

 
Below is a list of flags available to you: 
- Use the -E option to force error messages to be directed to a file.  The file will be named <sqr 
name>.ERR. 
- Use the -S option to create a file with the status of all cursors.  The file will have the text of each SQL 
statement, rows selected, times compiled,...  However it will not show bind variables. 
- Use the -C option to bring up a button where you can cancel the running SQR rather than having to 
Control Alt Delete to kill the SQR.  This can be handy in debugging. 
 
- Use the -debug option to get debug information.  This option is NOT available in all SQR�s.  The SQR 
must have been explicitly written by the developers to include #DEBUG code.  If the SQR does not have 
#DEBUG code, the -debug flag will NOT provide any additional information.  Most SQR�s should have 
comments at the top of the code indicating if #DEBUG functionality is included.  Watch for special 
instructions. 
Some SQR�s will add a slight twist to the #DEBUG code by adding additional characters at the end of the 
#DEBUG string.  (ex: #DEBUGe, #DEBUGuf, #DEBUGedcs)  To capture this debug information, you 
must use the -DEBUG flag with the additional characters at the end.  You are able to string multiple debug 
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characters together in order to capture all the different debug statements in the program.  (ex: -
DEBUGeufdcst   would capture #DEBUG statements which have the following trailing characters: e, u, f, 
d, c, s, or t) 
PeopleSoft Asset Management SQR�s use #DEBUG statements on a regular basis which have these 
additional characters.  With these SQR�s, you want to use the following debug  
flag:  -DEBUGufdcst        This will create a file in the c:\temp directory called AMxxxxxx.LIS  where 
xxxxxx is the program name.  Example: AMAEDIST  will create AMAEDIST.LIS.   This file contains a 
debug report that shows the program flow and data variables at different states of processing. 
 
Location of SQR trace file: The output file for the SQR trace information is controlled by the SQRFlag:  -
o .  Normally the -o parameter is set to <TEMP>\sqr.log.  If you can�t find the file in <TEMP>, then you 
should look at the parameter list used for your SQR program in the process monitor.  Once in the process 
monitor, double-click on your SQR process and go to the �Request Parameters� tab.  Look for the value of 
the -o parameter.
